
State Road 45 (US 41) Project Development and Environment Study
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The SR 45 (US 41) study begins at the 
intersection with 111th Place Lane and continues 
north to approximately SW 61st Street in Marion 
County,  a distance of 4.4 miles. 

The primary study team is the Florida 
Department of Transportation (FDOT) District 5 
and  the consulting firm of Reynolds, Smith, and 
Hills, Inc. (RS&H).  Specialty sub-consultants 
are providing professional services in the areas 
of ground survey, aerial photography, 
geotechnical investigation, utility identification, 
public involvement and cultural resources. 

The SR 45 (US 41) Project Development and 
Environment Study (PD&E) will examine
methods of improving roadway and 
intersection capacity and safety to 
accommodate the overall traffic growth of  
the area. The southern limit of the project connects to a segment of SR 45 (US 41) that has 
been recently improved with some of the features that will be examined for the remainder of 
the facility. Specifically, this study will examine the following:

• Expanding SR 45 (SR 41) from two to four lanes
• Improving mobility and safety with the adoption of an appropriate access management plan   
• Improving pedestrian and bicycle continuity and safety
• Improving pavement and drainage conditions
• Improving intersection operations with modern signals and signage
• Adjusting the vertical alignment to improve motorist sight distance

This PD&E Study will develop conceptual designs relevant to SR 45 (US 41) transportation 
issues and will include concepts that consider both the human and natural environment. A 
significant component of this study will address community values and neighborhood 
sensitivity. A comprehensive public involvement program is planned as an essential 
ingredient to this study process.

The Study Team acknowledges the diverse nature of the area and recognizes that a number 
of different types of land use are adjacent to the existing roadway. They include local 
business establishments, religious institutions, community service facilities and extensive 
residential communities. Recreational amenities include a golf course and the Rainbow 
Springs State Park, a regional and nationally significant natural aquatic area.

The study will consider the effect and the impact that the widening alternatives may have on 
both the natural and constructed environment. A matrix evaluation of the engineering, 
environmental and community issues will be developed to compare the widening alternatives.
In addition,  the effects of a “no build” alternative will be assessed throughout the study 
process.
